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Chapter 8
Membership 

SECTION I:
MEMBERSHIP Categories 
A. Associate Member: 
An Associate Member is any person who wishes to support CASC and receive the benefits of membership. Associate Members range from those having no CPE or PCE training to those having multiple Advanced Units.

B. Certified Member: 

A Certified Member is a CASC Specialist or Teaching Supervisor.
C. STUDENT MEMBER:                          

Any person enrolled in a basic SPE unit of Supervised Pastoral Education (SPE)
D. Member Emeritus:

A member who has completely ceased:

1. 
to earn remuneration from spiritual care activies full-time, part-time or on contract, and

2. 
to utilize his/her certification as a Specialist and/or Teaching Supervisor.
E. Corporate Member: 
An Institution which supports CASC endeavors by providing spiritual care and/or pastoral counselling practice and education and/or by valuing the advantage of ongoing information of events, publications and memberships. This category includes SPE Centres.
F. SPE CENTRE MEMBER:  
 An Education Centre is where SPE program/s (approved or accredited) are conducted. There are two distinctions
 1.A single SPE program education centre

 2. A multi SPE program education centre (This means that there is more than one SPE program being taught with more than one Supervisor)
SECTION II:
RECIPROCITY AGREEMENT 

In the interest of further collaboration, the Educational Standards Commission of CASC agrees to provide reciprocity between all members of the Spiritual Care Collaborative (APC, ACPE, NACC, AAPC, and NAJC). 

A. Non-Certified Members of the Spiritual Care Collaborative 

This reciprocity would provide equivalency for any SPE training taken with any organization that is part of the Spiritual Care Collaborative
1. This training equivalency includes: ACPE Level 1 & 2 CPE Units are equivalent to CASC Basic & Advanced Units and ACPE Supervisor-in-Training Units are equivalent to CASC Provisional Supervisor Units.

2. Evidence of this training is provided when a candidate applies for any admitting or certification process.  

B. Certified Members of the Spiritual Care Collaborative

For those members who have completed their certification, certification equivalencies in both SPE streams (Specialist and Teaching Supervisor) as well as the educational standing of Associate Supervisor in both streams of SPE is "deemed to exist" with the members of the Spiritual Care Collaborative.

1. Requirements

For certified members of the Spiritual Care Collaborative, the following is required for reciprocity:
1.1 A current copy of the CASC Standards for Certification. 

1.2 A copy of your certification within your Spiritual Collaborative organization. 

1.3 Evidence of current endorsement for ministry as acknowledged by an appropriate religious authority. 

1.4 Evidence of continuing good standing in your faith community within 3 months of the date of this application. 
1.5 Evidence of current membership in your Spiritual Collaborative organization. 

1.6 A résumé of your professional and pastoral experience. 

1.7 Three letters of reference from people who are in a position to comment on your professional ministry, at least one of whom is from a professional colleague in a discipline other than pastoral care or pastoral counselling. 

1.8 A completed application for CASC membership. This will be forwarded to CASC National Office once the reciprocity application is complete.

2. Process

Complete the Application for Reciprocal Certification (Form 8.4) and send together with all required documentation to the Chair of Certification of ESC. (Contact information is provided at the end of application form.)
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
