SECTION I:
MEMBERSHIP Fees 
A. Associate Member: 

$185.00 – $210.00 after May 1
An Associate Member is any person who wishes to support CASC and receive the benefits of membership. Associate Members range from those having no CPE or PCE training to those having multiple Advanced Units.

B. Certified Member: 

$395.00 –  $420.00 after May 1
A Certified Member is a CASC Specialist or Teaching Supervisor.
C. STUDENT MEMBER:                          $50.00

Any person enrolled in a basic SPE unit of Supervised Pastoral Education (SPE)
D. Member Emeritus:

$85.00  - $110.00 After May 1
A member who has completely ceased:

1. 
to earn remuneration from spiritual care activies full-time, part-time or on contract, and

2. 
to utilize his/her certification as a Specialist and/or Teaching Supervisor.

E. Corporate Member:

$200.00 
An Institution which supports CASC endeavors by providing spiritual care and/or pastoral counselling practice and education and/or by valuing the advantage of ongoing information of events, publications and memberships. This category includes SPE Centres.

SPE CENTRE MEMBER:

$300 (Single-site)

    An Education Centre is where SPE program/s (approved or accredited) are conducted. There       are two distinctions:

2. A multi SPE program education centre (This means that there is more than one SPE        program being taught with more than one Supervisor)

ADMISSION & CERTIFICATION FEES

A. Admission or Certification Appearance Cost Limit
Costs for an Appearance (fee, travel, food, and lodging) are borne by the candidate, up to the limit of $750.00

If the candidate anticipates that his/her costs will exceed this limit he/she must declare her/his need for a subsidy on the application form. It becomes the Regional Admitting Committee Chair’s / Certification Committee’s responsibility to work with the candidate in order to minimize costs. The Regional Admitting Committee / Certification Committee then pays for costs beyond the limit.

That the fee for a consultation process altering and/or transferring of status on the level of certification is one half the prescribed certification fee.
