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PREAMBLE/BACKGROUND

The Canadian Association for Spiritual Care (CASC/ACSS) is a national professional association committed to best practice in spiritual and religious care, counseling education and research. Each year, a volunteer historian dedicates hundreds of hours assisting CASC/ACSS) National with the maintenance of our Historical and current records, safeguards and disburses these records regularly. This policy is designed to empower the Board of Directors to recognize the tremendous volunteer work and dedication of our historian and reimburse her/him for the costs incurred in the process

POLICY

The Board of Directors will consider an honorarium to exceed one thousand dollars ($1,000) to be offered to our historian as an honorarium on an annual basis. 

PROCEDURE 

1- The National Office will suggest to the Board a disbursement of an amount of up to $1,000 as an Honorarium for the organization historian.

2- The Board will make a decision and will communicate the approved amount to the National Office.

3- The National Office will prepare a cheque in the approved amount and will obtain the President or his/her delegate’s authorization

4- Once the cheque is approved, the National Office will send it to our historian with the appropriate thank you note.
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
