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PREAMBLE/BACKGROUND
The Canadian Association for Spiritual Care (CASC/ACSS) is a national professional association committed to best practice in spiritual and religious care, counseling, education and research. The Association has a website which promotes the Association, its members and their activities, and provides an array of information for members and the public. This policy will provide a benefit for members and a resource for members and the public. 

 POLICY

Reporting to the Finance Committee (represented by the Executive of the Board), the National Office will have the responsibility to receive and post to the website advertising and/or copies of books, journal articles and/or other research produced by members of the Association. The National Office will coordinate all website postings with the Webmaster. The National Office may also accept such materials from members of other cognate groups of the Spiritual Care Collaborative and from other persons involved in spiritual care practice, counselling, education and research on a space available basis. The primary purpose of the provision of such material is to be educational and research support, not commercial.

PROCEDURE

1- The National Office will receive electronic copy of advertisements and/or actual journal articles and research reports with a request and preference for web addresses of the appropriate publisher, journal or other site at which the material can be accessed such that a minimum of band width is taken up for this purpose. Web links can be provided to these web addresses from the CASC/ACSS web site. CASC/ACSS and its National Office staff will not prepare electronic copy from paper copy.

2- The Office staff will determine the appropriateness of any material for inclusion on the CASC/ACSS website and may decline any material deemed unacceptable. The Office staff may utilize the Research Subcommittee of the Professional Practice Commission to vet any material in question. 
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
