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Rev. Dr. Donovan Brown became a member of "The Canadian Council For Supervised Pastoral Education," as it was then called, in 1971.  He served as Chair of the Ontario Admissions and Certification committee for many years before Ontario was divided into three Regions.  He then became a member of the National A & C committee for a number of years. 
Donovan was president of the association from 1991-3, serving six years on the executive.  During his presidency, with the help of Howell & Fleming Law Firm, he got our organization Incorporated.  While past president, he took on the long and complicated task of establishing our Foundation with a legacy donation from founding member Archie MacLachlan.  The legal work, offered pro bono was completed by Alexander Fleming, QC and his law firm.  
Donovan, Fleming, and Archie’s children Jo-Ann and Lachlan were the first Board members of the Foundation.  At the 2004 Convention in Ottawa, the Foundation officially thanked Sandy Fleming and Donovan at the annual banquet.
Originally from Newfoundland, Donovan came to Peterborough Civic Hospital in 1971, via Winnipeg and New England.  As teaching supervisor he offered summer and extended units at both the Peterborough Civic and St. Joseph’s hospitals for all levels of students until he retired in 1998.
