When making your air travel arrangements it is important to remember that you can fly to Sydney, Nova Scotia.  Some may want to fly only to Halifax but it is a six hour drive from Halifax to Sydney.   When booking your flight book Vancouver-Sydney, Nova Scotia; Toronto-Sydney, Nova Scotia; Winnipeg-Sydney, Nova Scotia.  Make sure you indicate Nova Scotia as you do not want to end up in Sydney, Australia. Your plane will land in Halifax and you will have to change planes.  You will walk to the far end of the Halifax airport after turning left upon disembarking your plane (for the majority of flights).   
At this time of the year there is only one airline carrier into Sydney.  This is Jazz operated by Air Canada. There have been rumors that West Jet which flies direct from Toronto to Sydney between May and September may be expanding their season.  Let’s hope for this as that would make the flights easier.  I would recommend that you wait till the New Year to book your flight if you want to have a direct flight from Toronto to Sydney on West Jet.  I cannot guarantee this will happen but there is a possibility.  There are often seat sales after Christmas as well. 

There are 5 flights into Sydney daily.  The plane is a Dash 8 which holds 37 to 50 people (2 sizes).  Flying a Dash 8 is aviation at it’s finest!  And the snacks are free!  We hope to have more information in the New Year regarding flights.
